Standard aircraft mechanic's tools.

EFFECTIVITY:

AG-5B/ Tiger 10000 thru 10130.




(1) Install MS20822~6-2 elbow fittings on AGAES2100-1 fuel pump.

(2) Position pump in place and install using AN4-15A bolts, AGAES201-2
spacers and original washers and nuts, placing spacers between the pump
and firewall.

(3) Reconnect fuel lines and torque to 100 * 25 inch pounds.

(4) Install AGAES1325-0-0150F hose assembly routing from primer valve
tee to mechanical fuel pump. The 90° fitting end should connect to
mechanical fuel pump.

(5) Reconnect electrical pigtail connector.
